AWARD CEREMONY 5PM AT THE BULL O’ THE WOODS SALOON 

Ponds are located at: Rio Colorado, Pioneer Lodge, Woodlands Condos,  
and the Town’s Pond 

 Age Limit 
 Must be able to cast and reel in your own fish without assistance 

 1 (one) pole per person 
 No waders 
 No net fishing 
 No hand fishing 
 No chuming 
 No area blocking 
 Shore fishing only 

 

 Only anglers that are registered will be allowed to fish in the Fishing Derby ponds.  If 
you do not have your registration paper/wristband with you, you will be asked to stop 
fishing until you can show the Pond Judge your registration paper. 

 The Pond Judges have a list of the tag numbers.  They will notify you if you are a 
winner of a prize or of cash.  The Pond Judges DO NOT KNOW the cash amounts, 
do not ask. 

 It is at the discretion of the Pond Judge to determine if you are in compliance with the 
Rules & Regulations. 

 Only tags that are attached to the fish will be registered as valid.  Only the Judge can 
detach the numbered tag from the fish. 

 Only tagged fish reported to the Pond Judge will be accepted into the contest.  Do not 
bring a tagged fish to the Conference Center or the Bull O’ the Woods Saloon to be 
reported, it will be disqualified. 

 If you have a fish on the line at 4pm it will be registered.  Notify the Pond Judge 
immediately to record your fish.  The Pond Judge will blow the horn ending the 
Fishing Derby and will vacate the area. 

 Winner of the $10,000 fish will receive a “BIG CHECK” at the awards ceremony and 
will receive their actual check within 10-20 business days in the mail. 

 
DISCLAIMER 

Employees, agents, successors and assignees of the Red River Chamber of Commerce, its advertising 
agencies and promotional companies involved in the Fishing Derby, as well as immediate family shall be 
ineligible to participate in the Fishing Derby, and shall be ineligible for any prize covered herein.  Names 
and likenesses of the winner of the Fishing Derby may be used by the Red River Chamber of Commerce for 
promotional purposes without further compensation to the winner of the Fishing Derby. 
WINNER DETERMINATION: Two (2) numbers will be selected at the awards ceremony.  If the tag 
number(1-60) stored in the audit log for an attempt is identical to the prize determination number stored in 
the same record in the audit log, and there is compliance with the terms of the contract, the insurer will pay 
the Red River Chamber of Commerce the amount secured ($10,000), subject to the maximum aggregate 
liability and verification by the insurer.
